Pastor’s Corner 

Rethinking Jesus: Has He Lost His Edge? 

Although almost 2,000 years have passed since Jesus was on earth, the ideas he 

shared are still radical.   The way of Jesus calls us to a whole new way of being, 

thinking and living.   When I read the Gospels of Matthew, Mark, Luke and John 

I am speechless.   In the Gospels we read about Jesus teaching crazy stuff like 

“love your enemies and pray for those who persecute you, that you may be sons 

(and daughters) of your Father in heaven”.  Even in his associations, Jesus broke 

all the so called rules by hanging out women, tax collectors, lepers, non-Jews and 

other “imperfect” folk.   The religious establishment of his day rejected him 

because he taught on the level of the heart, rather than a checklist religion.   Jesus’ 

ideas collided with the religious leaders’ ideas of spirituality (He brought deeper  

meaning on the subjects of loving God and our fellow man).   Jesus brought new 

wineskins, while the leaders were stuck in the old wineskin way of thinking.  I ask 

myself these questions:  “Am I living in new or old wineskins?”  Have I sanitized 

Jesus to make him palatable for my consumption?  Have I turned Jesus into 

somebody that fits my philosophy of life?  Has my Jesus lost his chutzpah?  These 

questions can make us uncomfortable, but I hope that we will ponder these 

questions in our desire to follow Jesus in a way that makes a difference.
